Class Information
Classes are Monday-Friday, 9-1. Classes are taught by Co-op staff and assistants. There is no helping parent component. Classes are mixed aged in two classes: 3-5 & 5-7. The Co-op will serve a healthy snack everyday. Children bring lunches from home.
Co-op Director Pat Sefton will provide on-site director support. Please call the school at 454-5315 regarding camp questions or email Kerry Drake at kerryadrake@gmail.com. During camp sessions, if you have a “teacher” question, please leave a note in your teacher’s mail tube so that she may get back to you at a mutually convenient time. 

Please note that our school door is locked to the outside at 9:30 a.m. each day. Call the school if you are running later than 9:30 a.m. or if you have an early pick-up so that we can meet you at the front door.

Emergency Contact Information
All children in summer camp must have emergency contact information on file. Returning Co-opers may update emergency cards in the office. If you are new to the Co-op please be prepared to fill out contact information (doctors and emergency numbers) on the first day of camp class. Children without emergency information on file are not permitted to attend camp. *Be sure to let us know if your child has an allergy.*
Immunizations and Health Records
AACNS requires all summer camp children to have a current health record on file. Please turn in a copy of your child’s immunization record. We will not admit children without an immunization record on file.
Reporting Illnesses/Absences

If your child will miss a day of camp for any reason, please notify the office at 454-5315 as soon as possible. We will notify parents of any reported communicable diseases.
Snacks

AACNS will provide a nutritious snack for camp classes each day. Remember to make us aware of any food allergies your child has prior to the start of camp.
Lunch

We will eat lunch at camp each day. Because of limited refrigerator space, lunches are kept in the classrooms. When necessary, provide an ice pack. Send only a sandwich or main dish, fresh fruit/vegetable and drink. Please do not send food that needs to be heated. No desserts, chips, or soda water, or glass containers, please. LABEL lunch box, thermos or water bottle, and food containers. Please remember to pack water for your child! (And spoons, when needed.)
Clothes

Bring lots of spare clothes on the first day of camp! Your child will need two sets of extra clothes (shorts, shirt, underwear, and socks—label each item.) Because water/sand play and messy art will be incorporated into the activities throughout the week, send your child in clothing you do not mind being soiled. Children should bring a labeled bathing suit and towel that can be taken home at the week’s end for washing. 
Sunscreen / Mosquito Repellent

Please make sure your child is protected with sunscreen and mosquito repellent every day before leaving home.

Drop-off/Pick-up/Late Policy

Camp starts at 9 a.m. Prior to 9 a.m. teachers and assistants will be preparing their rooms for the day’s activities. Please respect this preparation time and arrive at or after 9 a.m. Upon arrival parents should sign children in for the day.
PLEASE BE ON TIME TO PICK UP YOUR CHILD! Remember that teachers have worked hard all morning and have commitments of their own after camp. If you know you will be late to pick up your child, please make arrangements with a fellow parent to watch your child. If your child will be going home with someone other than you, please indicate this on the sign-in sheet when you drop your child off.

Parking

Parking space is limited in the school lot. Please be mindful of neighbors’ driveways and garbage bins when parking in the neighborhood. We suggest avoiding altogether parking on the west side of Shoalwood street (in the interest of neighbor relations). The east side, however, is acceptable. Thank you for your consideration!
